prayer. O what peace we often forfeit, O what needless pain we
bear All because we do not carry Everything to God in prayer.”

The influence of songs.

We all instinctively know that music soothes and calms us.
There is not one of us who has not used music to comfort us in
distress or bereavement, or to dissipate aggressive feelings by
putting on headphones and turning the volume up! Music is
known to be beneficial to the health of our heart...But why
does music touch us so deeply and benefit our soul and our
minds as well? Psychologists are still puzzling this one out,
but an answer is : it is a shortcut to the harmony of the
spheres sent to us by God himself. Music is a language that
needs no words, putting us in touch directly with the best of
ourselves, a prayer that ascends to God along a different
pathway from the incessant chattering of our brains. When
God enters our minds and our hearts through music, tears may
course down our cheeks as we feel the intense power of God’s
love working directly on us. And singing in church with other
like-minded Christians, our voices in harmony with each other,
mirrors the songs of praise of the angels “Holy, holy, holy is the
Lord God Almighty, who was, and is, and is to come.”
(Revelations 4:8)
